Seven Last Plagues

 Plague from Gk: plege, which can mean:

— Plague, blow, stroke, wound, misfortune (See
Good Samaritan)

— Leviticus 26 speaks of sevenfold “blows”
(plegas) God will bring upon the disobedient
Israelites:

“If then you become defiant in your
unwillingness to obey me, | will multiply my
[plegas] another sevenfold, as your sins
deserve.” (Lev 26:21)









Smoke filling the Tent/Temple

Exodus 40:34-35

“Then the cloud covered the meeting tent, and the
glory of the LORD filled the Dwelling. Moses could
not enter the meeting tent, because the cloud settl ed

down upon it and the glory of the LORD filled the
Dwelling.”

1 Kings 8:10-11

“When the priests left the holy place, the cloud fil led
the temple of the LORD so that the priests could no
longer minister because of the cloud, since the

LORD'S glory had filled the temple of the LORD.”

Chapter 16

 Armageddon (literally means either the city
or mountain of Megiddo, the plain where
many decisive battles were fought in Israel’s
history

— (1 Samuel 31:1,6) “As they pressed their attack
on Israel, with the Israelites fleeing before them
and falling mortally wounded on Mount
Gilboa...Thus Saul, his three sons, and his armor-
bearer died together on that same day.”

— (2 Kings 8:29) “... so King Joram returned to
Jezreel to recover from the wounds the Arameans
had inflicted on him... Then Ahaziah son of
Jehoram king of Judah went down to Jezreel to
see Joram son of Ahab, because he had been
wounded.”

 Armageddon (literally means either the city
or mountain of Megiddo, the plain where

many decisive battles were fought in Israel’s
history

— (2 Kings 9:27) When Ahaziah king of Judah saw
what had happened, he fled up the road to Beth
Haggan. Jehu chased him, shouting, "Kill him
too!" They wounded him in his chariot on the way

up to Gur near Ibleam, but he escapedto  Megiddo
and died there.

— (2 Kings 23:29) While Josiah was king, Pharaoh
Neco king of Egypt went up to the Euphrates
River to help the king of Assyria. King Josiah
marched out to meet him in battle, but Neco faced
him and killed him at Megiddo .

Ezekiel 23
The Two Sisters: Samaria and Jerusalem

Acting as harlots with the other nations, God
would turn those nations against them. First
against Samaria, then Jerusalem:

“Thus says the Lord GOD: The cup of your
sister you shall drink, so wide and deep,
which holds so much, filled with destruction
and grief, a cup of dismay, the cup of your
sister...For they committed adultery, and
blood Is on their hands. ”
